COTTON.

This plast is looking upuszally well, the
three or four weeks of dry warm weather
Baving beez most favorable. In the
sosthern eounties the planting bas not been
so gemeral as it should bave been, but
whether the farmer wished to plant more
or less they planted all they could, since

that they woald bave planted more if they
bad more seed, but in more nortbern cona-
ties the case was different, for many could
oot get seed at all.

For several years, a few counties in
Scutbern Ilipois kave been raising to-
bacco at a fair profit, 2od this year they
are extezdicg its colture to the extent of
their ability ; while in comnties where 2
few lave raised it, many pow are raising
it. It is also coesiderably planted in
counties where it was scarcely seen before,
2rd in almost every part of the State far-

IRers are Uyisg 1o raise emomgzh 1o make |

themselres comfortable. As to the pros-
pects of the erop, it is now too young (o
speak with amy certainty, for this is to be
decided by the commg seasca.

FRUIT.

In Soutbers 1llinois the prospect is good.
The strawberry seasom s j2st over. Th
yield bas beea from 40 to 150 basbels per
azre. Not far from 1200 beshels were
sext from Uo: Bomty to Chscago.—
They brought about $£ per bmsbel. In
the corthern part of the State I beand no
eomplaint of iate frosts, and I presume
there will be a fair yield. A bk ol or-
charde, o praitie farms is painfally appar-
eat.

CATS.

For several years cats kave badly rosted
in the somthern part of the State and the
tarmers ind almost ceased to raise them.
Bat in the more northera parts they bave
ot failed, 224 this year are promising.

CORS.

The difference in the appearasce of this
grain in Nerthern 2nd Southern IMizois
1s shight ; in both it looks well, and in both
it losks well, asd 1z bothit is about egzally
eqeally forward. Not so much will be
planted this yearas formerly, becamse la-
bor is scarce ; still with scfficieat ram,
the yield must be ezormons.  Ognly a2 small
part of the corn eropis carried to market ;
the most of it s fed to stock. Oze sees
the farmer both plowiag and breaking up
for com till the dusk of night.

WHEAT.

Within a distance of about 120 miles
porth of Cairo the white winter wheat is
a failure, 20d much greater than
ever before known. Thoasacds of acres
cazoot brisg the seed. The Hessian fly
is said to capse the destruction. The red
winter wheat is better, 2od will perbaps

ield the average of 8 bashels per acre.—
MWL: either variety was well ?tin oa
clover groasd, the y2 will be from 1
to 25 hmboi?per’a’ﬁed, bat clover fields
are few. Beyoud this region and oo the
prairies little wheat is raised ; and even
in ibis, the fly isreported as doing damage,
bat probably it is pot doing more harm
thsz esmal. Spring whelt looks very well.
1 shou!d kave 2dded that the red wheat isin
sboot.

IN DEBT.

The majority of the farmers in this
State are in debt, and all their epergies
are devoted to getting out of debt. Many
anyieties, great cares, and sleepless nights
are kpown to the man who is debt.

Some with limited me2ns who bought
land on time on the Ceatral Railroad are
unable to meet the payments as they be-
come doe, but I knew no case where a
man who bas shown Eimsell to be indus-
trious 2zd hkely to pay bereafter who has
been disturbed. Of sueh, the ecmpany
bas tzken corn at fair prices far aborve the
market valee.
