ON MEMORIAL

Contract Let For Beautiful War
Memorial To Be Erected In
Memorial Park

At a meeting of the Daughters of
the Empire yedterday afternoon a
war memorial was decided on and the
contract let through Ruttars Marble
Works to the Mcelntosh Granie Comp-
any of Toronto. Talking with Mr.
Ruttar this morning, ‘he, being a man
of much experience in the granite
and marble business, said that the
IODE had certainly made a very
wise choice in the memorial they in-
tend buying, as they were getting
real value for their money.

There is only one war memorial
between Toronto and Montreal which
1$ better than the proposed Port
Hope one, and that is at Oshawa.
The Oshawa Memorial was erected at
a cost of $25,000 and is built with a
piece, of granite from each of the
Allied countries and from several
battlefields of the war

The Memorial to be erected here
will stand 26’ 6" in heigght and will
be built of Grey Canadian Granite
from quarrys in Q’nebec. It will be
11’ square at the base. The top of the
monument will look very beautiful
for 1t will form a erown-like arch,
which the architect who designed the
monument copied from a great cath-
edral in Glasgow, Scotland. At night
the top of this memorial will be ill-
uminated by electric lights. A most
beautiful statue 7 2" in height will
adorn the front of it, and it will take
three months to cut this statue from
stone.

Without a doubt this is one of the
mogt beautifdl W-f- Mefnorials: in
Canada and we congratulate the lad-
iecs of the TODE on their choice,
and also, for their untiring efforts
duuring the past years to make a
War Memorial possible for Port Hope.
