DO POSTIES CLIMB

Move Made {0 Reduce Dislance
Travelled and Burden of
Postmen

How many steps do postmen in
London and other large ,British
cities climb daily? This forms the
basis of an inquiry that is being eon-
ducted by the Union of Post Office
Workers with the view ,of alleviating
the unhappy lot of the c[lmher'; The
tenement. 'bhuildings are !said to he
one of the greatest torments of the
postal sertice, H. H, Wallace, assis-
tant secretary of the union, estima-
tes that postmen who deliver letters
in thdse tenements have to climb
rearly 3,000 steps a day.

“The men,” he added, “*spend about
‘seven hours a day climoing and des-
cending these steps, carrying a load
of perhaps 35 lbs,

“In London also postmen have fo
climb many more steps than former-
ly owing to the conversion of so
many large houses into flats.”’

THE FOREST AND
FUR RESOURCES

Canada possesses one of the
gregtest fur-producing areas of the
world and its fur-bearers constitute
a most important resource. For their
protection the maintenance of the
forest is of major importance. No ef-
fort in conservation can be effective
that does not consider the important
relation of forest cover to the fur-
bearep and wild life generally.
an annual fur take totaling millions
in money value any action which en-
dangers the forest must be reflected
in diminished returns from our fur-
bearing resources.

It -is generally conceded that the
finest furs are obtuined in the most
densely wooded districts. The colour
and lustre of the pelts is increased
according to the degree of forestra-
tion in the loeality where the animal
is trapped. The reasons for this su-
perior quality are shelter, shade and
better food. After fire las devastated
a region a marked decline in fur is
noted.

of our forests the area devasted is
rendered devoid of mmany species of
animal life. Only
live in' the water, such as beaver,
muskrat, mink, otter, ete., remain in
the marshy or watered places, while
the tree-climbing varieties, such as
marten, meet destruction. The forest
cover destroyed, the natural food of
the fur-bearer disappears in Conse-
quence. To a greater or lesser de-
gree all animal life suffers from the
effect of forest fives. The depleted
areas may be replenished in eourse
of time, but seasons valuable to the
trapper, the trader, the artisan, the
merchant and the manufacturer must
pass before the recovery cun be fully
accomplished.

Other Destructive Agencies

The advance of civilization which
has made even the remoter forested
areas more easy of access has ulso
been responsible for the inereased
destructiveness of forest fires. Year-
ly the open places are invaded by in-
creasing numbers of tourists, camp-
ers, vacationists, trappers
ters. Suome of these, through cavo-
less practices, may become contri-
butors to widespread destruction.
